	The extent and size of any expansion into Central Bedfordshire, as part of the SE urban extension, irrespective of the SE Plan, and irrespective of the Memorandum of Understanding agreed between the two authorities, prior to the examination of the Central Bedfordshire North’s Core Strategy, is totally and wholly dependant on the East of England Plan Review which will not be complete until mid to end of 2011.  Therefore to include any numbers in respect of this area would be unsound as it is not based on the published  regional spatial strategy requirements and therefore is not evidence based, particularly as Central Bedfordshire is a part of the EE Plan region and not the SE Plan region. The jointly instructed Grimleys Report which was in the main a desk top exercise in respect of land area capacity is not sufficiently robust in assessment and testing to base any numbers.

Central Bedfordshire found this to be the case at the examination their Core Strategy,  when the Inspector decreed that any numbers pertaining to such an extension had to be removed, as they were a matter for the review of the  EE Plan. 

Therefore the numbers quoted in the Policies, paragraphs and tables noted above need to be amended to exclude any reference to housing numbers, or employment land areas within Central Bedfordshire.  

In addition, the timelines in respect of planning for the whole SEDA need to show that they are dependent on such a review, or that they are applied to the MK part of the SEDA only. Whilst the Society is aware that MK Council wants to tender for  and instruct consultants to prepare a Development Framework for the whole of the SEDA in May 2010, this is both premature, and  a waste of scarce resources, until it is known what, if any, development will be supported in Central Bedfordshire as part of the SE urban extension of Milton Keynes, by the EE Plan review.   

Therefore the Policies , paragraphs and tables noted above are unsound unless amended as set out below.

The Society would further say that the 2008 Grimley desk top excersie is not sufficiently robust in terms of assessment and testing to demonstrate any employment land whether in the SW or SE SDAs

Table 17.1 Page 105 All references to adoption of the SPD of the SEDA in each of the policies should be amended either to reflect that this would be the MK part of the SEDA, or that such deadlines would depend on the outcome of the EE Plan review due to be completed at the end of 2011.
