Re: Draft Transport Strategy Document Consultation

We write in response to the above consultation. 

Whilst broadly supportive, with one exception of the draft Transport Strategy, that one exception is something we strongly oppose namely the inclusion in this document of a proposed Junction 13a from the single carriage way A421 west of the M1 across the CBC border into the small village of Salford. Its inclusion is unsound as:

· there is no agreement with the Highways agency for such a junction, indeed, as MKC has been previously advised it would be unsafe to site such a junction so close to Junction 13. 

· there has been no agreement  or consultation with CBC and communities affected, in respect of such a junction, and as MKC is well aware from the consultation on the draft Core Strategy, CBC, and the local communities oppose such a junction.

· there is no inclusion in this draft strategy for the dualing of the A421 between such proposed Junction and the Kingston roundabout. 

We have further concerns in respect of the route of the southern bypass proposed from the A421 to the A4146 south of Newton Longville and improvements its junction with the A5. We would wish to see a full traffic flows assessment in respect of this proposal, as we have concerns that this will increase the amount of rat running traffic including HGVs impacting on  the rail crossing before  and indeed on  Bow Brickhill, Woburn Sands and Aspley Guise. It maybe that such traffic assessment, along with Dunstable bypass would mean traffic flows mainly use the A5.
